In March 2008, the Wyoming State Legislature passed the

Wyoming Public Library Endowment Challenge.

This is one of the most important pieces of legislation for Wyoming libraries ever to be passed into law.

What is an endowment?


Endowments are funds invested for perpetuity. Interest is distributed on a scheduled basis; typically on a quarterly, semiannual or annual basis. The principle can never be touched.

How does the Challenge help Wyoming libraries?


The Wyoming Library Endowment Challenge will help all 23 Wyoming county library systems to build endowments that will forever help fund our libraries.

What will the Converse County Library Foundation (CCLF) have to do?

The CCLF must raise up to $147,826.00 over the next 5 years. We will then receive a 2:1 state match of $295, 652.00. If the counties in the state raise $2.3 million collectively, the state will contribute an additional $100,000.00 to each counties foundation. This will give the CCLF an endowment of, potentially, $543,478.00. 

What will the CCLF do with the interest earned from the endowment?

The potential uses of the interest can be anything the Foundation Board determines to be beneficial to the library. This could include adding or updating furniture & equipment, provide funding for children’s or adult programs, bring in speakers or special programs, add to special collections such as Large Print or Western Americana, or other ideas.
